2. We will provide more crafts the next time we offer babysitting at the parent/teacher conferences.  The crafts went over well but we ran out quickly.

3. Nancy McGraw is working on the class directories.  She will get them out as soon as they are finished, hopefully late December or early January.  Michele Hemmer has volunteered to help type up the gathered information.  Lucas can also be contacted for help.

4. One more Holiday Baking Class will be held on Monday, December 15th to accommodate the large numbers of 3rd and 4th grade responders.  4th grade has been moved to this new date and the parents have been contacted.  Debbie Campanelli and Cathy Hart have volunteered to run Monday’s class.

5. Cathy Hart will contact Carol Simonetti and will write her a check for the amount of money the kindergarten needs for some replacements items for the Holiday play.

6. Debbie Campanelli is still working on replacing the kindergarten playground.  The kindergarten teachers have been given catalogs for their input.  The DV playground can not be moved to the Jeff campus for a host of reasons including insurance and company guarantee details.  We hope to have fundraisers each year to slowly replace equipment, to hopefully be completed in 5 years.
