Old Business: 
1. Treasurer’s Report- See Report by Cathy Hart on file with Secretary. Report 	approved.
1. Lavender’s Conclusion: All went well. Limo ride took place and children and chaperones went to Pizza Hut in Liberty. Mrs. Brockner’s class had the ice cream party for the class with the top amount of sales.
1. Directors and Officers’ Insurance: Schwalb researched and we are ready to purchase through AIM Insurance, specializes in covering PTO/PTAs. 
1. Cook Book: Schwalb and Campanelli- Long discussion regarding its appearance, how to get the information out and how to proceed. If all goes well, finished product should be available for Mother’s Day gifts.
1. Tax-Free Status: Discussion as to whether or not to become a Not-for-Profit Corporation. Pros and Cons. Voted to request an additional meeting with Dr. Hilton on the subject, sometime in January 2009. Questions regarding our use of the school for copying and distribution of flyers if we became independent from the school. School does not distribute flyers for “outside” organizations, particularly for-profit groups.
1. School’s availability for making PTSO copies: Provide to school with two weeks notice and only for “workshops,” events/meetings that occur one or two times, not reaching frequency of a “club.” School hopes that PTSO “workshops” for grades K-3 to be “feeder” groups for clubs in upper grades.
1. Sneaker/Movie Nights: Sophomores requested to run one or more of these events as a fund raiser. Discussion regarding the logistics of charging for a movie that kids can see at home. Perhaps hosting another type of event makes more sense. (Jason Clark, Teacher/Advisor, Bonnie Schlott, HSPTSO and Roxanne Mirch, HS PTSO Treasurer.) Discussion regarding a 5-6th Grade Dance. Discussed setting up Sneaker/Movie Nights for K-1, 2-3, 4 (big class), 5-6 for January & February.
1. Pizza Demo- Lucas & Theresa Arzilli will arrange, if possible.
1. Karate Demo- Lucas & Theresa Arzilli will arrange, if possible.
1. Gifts for each class: PTSO allotted $75 per classroom teacher to spend on supplies for their class. Deadline for requests is set and if not requested, the funds will go back into the treasury.
1. Hearing/Grievance: Glase discussed outcome. Grievance from 2007-2008 school year has been resolved.
1. Meeting with Dr. Hilton: (See #5 above). Should have meeting in January 2009 re: our status as part of the school or whether we should become independent of the school.
1. Newsletter: Arzillis gave update.
